2. Capacity Building in the field of Computer Education

During FY 2017-18, computer labs were set up in the two Govt. schools located in the vicinity of POSOCO
office situated in Katwaria Sarai, New Delhi. Computers along with an Air Conditioner, an LED Screen and
basic furniture etc. were provided in the lab of each school.

To ensure, infrastructure created in these schools is utilised effectively, capacity building of the students
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and teachers was done by conducting classes from 9" September, 2019 to 315t March, 2020 for providing
basic computer skills and moral trainings in both the MCD schools. 150 Students of MCD Boys School
Katwaria Sarai and MCD Girls School Katwaria Sarai were benefited by the aforementioned program for
enhancing their skills by imparting the following knowledge-

» Developing skills to align data in a table or proper representation and documentation.
+ Use of multimedia for better communication and development of ideas for competency to build.

+ Documentation, articulation, presentation, skills to format and use of features.

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4. Organizing camps for providing Aids and Assistive devices to the persons with
Disabilities

This activity was taken up to address the health care needs of persons with disabilities and contribute in
their empowerment through provision of appropriate technology and rehabilitation services.

During the FY 2019-20, the Project was taken up in Ri-bhoi District in Meghalaya. The assessment camp
for identifying beneficiaries for this CSR Scheme of POSOCO was held on 7™ March, 2020 and more than
200 beneficiaries were identified to provide various Aids and Assistive devices like Hearing Aid, Smart
Cane, Wheel Chair, Tricycle, Rollator, Walking Stick, Multi-Sensory Inclusive Educational Kit (MSIED) and
Braille Slate etc.

However, due to the restrictions enforced by Govt. of India to control COVID-19 Pandemic, the distribution
of the Aids and assistive devices to the identified beneficiaries could not take place and is likely to be
completed during FY 2020-21.
